Brazil published a final list of 102 products from the United States subject to retaliatory tariffs, thus escalating a

these two fruits will increase from the current level of ten percent to thirty percent---unless a negotiated settle-
ment is reached before the first week of April.  Brazil is the third largest export market for United States pears, 
taking approximately 500 thousand cartons this season.  About a half million dollars worth of our cherries were 
exported last year to Brazil.        BioSecurity Australia is considering an emergency notification that phytosanitary 
certificates for strawberries, cherries and table grapes contain a declaration that the fruit has been sourced from 
an area free of Drosophila suzuki, (spotted wing Drosophila or SWD) or has been subjected to a measure that 
would prevent the introduction of SWD into Australia.  SWD has been detected in certain cherry growing areas of 
the Northwest and the major growing districts in Washington have not been officially surveyed for this pest, so 
quickly documenting area freedom would be difficult.  While cherries to Australia are fumigated prior to export, 
no data apparently exists as to the effectiveness of methyl bromide fumigation on SWD in cherries.  However, 
efficacy work is currently underway, conducted by Spencer Walse, USDA/ARS, at the San Joaquin Valley Agricul-
tural Sciences Center in Parlier, California.  This work should be completed by the third week of April.

decision to unilaterally cancel a cross-border pilot trucking program.  Efforts to remove the 20 percent tariff on 
pears and cherries are being led by Senators Murray, Cantwell, and Crapo and Representatives Hastings, Larsen 
and Walden.  The Alliance to Keep U.S. Jobs, which includes the NHC and other affected industry organizations, is 
working closely with congressional supporters in this effort.  Not surprisingly, opposition to a solution by the 1.4 
million member International Brotherhood of Teamsters and 160,000 members of the Owner-Operator Independ-
ent Drivers Association remains entrenched.
