Proof of residence can take several forms; it could be a utility bill or rent receipt that has their name and phy
address. It can also be a letter from the landlord or orchardist stating the individual is living on their property.

Any orchardist or land owner, who has an individual living on their farm that is participating in the FISH
Bank, may be asked for a letter. This can be very simple; if you have letterhead please write the note on it.
just state this individual is currently living on your farm and the physical address, it needs to be dated and si
If there are any questions, the FISH Food Bank may call and confirm.
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The FISH Food Bank is an emergency food assistance program and is available to individuals in need of as{jistance
